The Abstract should include the Title, Presenter/Author’s names and a brief summary (50-100 words) and has to be submitted by the deadline (July 25th or ASAP) to be included in the CMA 2008 Conference Program.
There will be three (3) Technical sessions:

1. Tuesday, September 16th from 8:30 to 12:00 

2. Tuesday, September 16th from 13:00 to 16:00 

3. Wednesday, September 17 from 8:30 a 12:30
Each Technical Paper will be a 20-25 min presentation followed by a period of 5 min for questions. If you need more time, please let us know we could arrange the schedule. Power Point Presentation is the most commonly used but other format may be accepted too. 
There is no specific rule for the paper itself, but electronic format is far better than paper. The electronic version of your Paper, text or Power Point Presentation should be sent by Email before September 8th to Madeleine D’Amours (MDAmours@xstratazinc.ca)  to be loaded and be ready for the Technical Sessions.
